Built between 1896 and 1899, the 54-room man-
sion was designed by the preeminent architectural
firm McKim, Mead, & White. Supported by both
concrete and steel, with electric lighting, the Vander-
bilt mansion was considered modern for its time.
Midday, arrive at the Culinary Institute of America
for a guided tour followed by a delicious lunch created
by their aspiring Chefs. This afternoon stretch your
legs at the Walkway over the Hudson. Enjoy a guided
tour of this historic railroad bridge hearing stories
about the past, present, and future of the Walkway.
