
Jan 12 | US to Canary Islands. Today board your over-
night flight bound for the Canary Islands.    

Jan 13 | Gran Canaria, Canary Islands. Arrive this morn-
ing in sun-drenched Gran Canaria, where you’ll be warm-
ly welcomed at Las Palmas airport and transferred into 
town.
